
2017 In the glass, this wine is dark ruby in color with aromas of 
v1 NTAG E Syrah (60%) including tea leaf, violets and lavender 
combined with notes of Cabernet (40%) including herbes de provence, 
black currant and cassis. Mouthwatering and mineral on the palate, 
the 2017 Doyenne presents blue and red fruit flavors with blueberries, 
red licorice and raspberries. This wine is beautifully integrated and 
surprisingly accessible in its youth, with sweet, plush tannins and 
wonderful balance.
